MINUTES OF BOARD OF DIRECTORS’ SEPTEMBER MEETING

The Root Creek Water District (RCWD) held a special meeting on Wednesday, September 19,
2012, at the office of Baker Manock & Jensen located at 5260 North Palm Avenue, Fourth Floor,
Fresno, California. The meeting was called to order by President Pierre at 1:40 p.m.

MINUTES - President Pierre asked if there were any corrections to the Minutes of the meeting
held on Wednesday, June 13, 2012. Director Coulthard moved to approve the Minutes and
Director Jones seconded the motion. The Minutes were approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT - Deborah Messer Branche submitted the Treasurer’'s Report. The
Treasurer's report showed the following as of September 11, 2012:

Checking Account
Balance as of September 11, 2012 $14,833.48

Accounts Payable $36,597.40

Director Jones made a motion to accept the Treasurer's Report. Director Coulthard seconded,
and the motion passed unanimously.

REVISED 2012-2013 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET - The Board reviewed the Revised 2012-2013
Fiscal Year Budget. President Pierre directed the Board’s attention to the following changes
under Reimbursable Expenses:

Engineer-Grant Administration was increased from $6,000 to $9,000 in accordance with the
Sub-Grantee Agreements.

The Turnout and Pipeline project schedule has been revised, therefore, the budget was
changed accordingly. Turnout and Pipeline for 2012-2013 was reduced from $3,514,171 to
$45,000.

Upon motion by Director Jensen, seconded by Director Coulthard, the Board approved the
Revised 2012-2013 Fiscal Year Budget.

AGENDA ITEMS 4 thru 6 - SUB-GRANTEE AGREEMENTS — District Counsel reviewed Sub-
Grantee Agreements between RCWD and Madera County, Madera Irrigation District and the
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U.S. Forest Service. Because the Grant Agreement is between RCWD and DWR, the Sub-
Grantee agreements are to establish terms and conditions for the other parties use of the Grant
Funds in their role as a Local Project Sponsor for the Project under the Grant Agreement. The
Sub-Grantee agreements establish the other party’s obligations, RCWD’s obligations to Sub-
Grantee, and RCWD's right to enforce the terms on the Sub-Grantee. Counsel pointed out that,
although the U.S. Forest Service Agreement has special federal provisions, the U.S. Forest
Service will still follow rules and regulations required by the Department of Water Resources
regarding its project and will take full responsibility for its actions and its project.

4. Upon motion by Director Coulthard, seconded by Director Jensen, the Board approved the Sub-
Grantee Agreement between RCWD and Madera County.

5. Upon motion by Director Jones, seconded by Director Coulthard, the Board approved the Sub-
Grantee Agreement between RCWD and Madera Irrigation District

6. Upon motion by Director Jones, seconded by Director Jensen, the Board approved the Sub-
Agreement between RCWD and the U.S. Forest Service.

7. ADOPTION OF UPDATED CONFLICT OF INTEREST CODE - The Board reviewed the
updated Conflict of Interest Code. The only major change was on the reporting of Form 700.
According to new regulations, Directors will now file their Form 700 with the District. Upon
receipt, the District will make and retain a copy and forward the original to the Clerk to the
County Board of Supervisors.

Upon motion by Director Coulthard, seconded by Director Farrar, the updated Conflict of
Interest Code was adopted.

8. PROPOSED RESPONSE TO REVISED GUNNER RANCH WEST EIR - District Counsel
presented and reviewed with the Board the proposed supplemental comments in response to
the water provisions in the Recirculated Gunner Ranch West EIR. Concerns expressed include
the project’s lack of a backup water source, the project's contribution to the overdraft of the
Madera subbasin, and the possible violation of the Equal Protection Clause of the U.S.
Constitution, along with other technical issues that could present potential liability for the County
of Madera.

Upon motion by Director Farrar, seconded by Director Coulthard, the Board authorized Counsel
and his staff to prepare and the President to sign supplemental comments concerning the
Gunner Ranch West EIR.

9. DISCUSSION OF TESORO VIEJO EIR AND CEQA SUIT CONCERNING MID AGREEMENT -
Counsel provided an update on the Tesoro Viejo project. The Madera Oversight Committee
("MOC") filed a lawsuit under CEQA as a result of MID filing a notice that the Agreement
between MID and Tesoro Viejo is exempt from review under CEQA. MOC wants Tesoro Viejo
to be put on the same footing as RCWD and to do the same water balance the County required
for Gateway. The revised EIR is in response to mandates from the Madera County Superior
Court. The comment period on the project’s revised draft EIR has been extended to September
27, and the Public Hearing will be held on October 2, 2012. There was no action
recommended.

10. DISCUSSION OF REQUEST TO BE A COOPERATING AGENCY FOR THE COORDINATED
OPERATING AGREEMENT EIR - Counsel presented a letter RCWD received from the U.S.
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Department of Interior — Bureau of Reclamation inviting RCWD to participate as a cooperating
agency in preparation of the Environmental Impact Statement for the Remanded Biological
Opinions on the Coordinated Long-Term Operation of the Central Valley Project and State
Water Project. It was unclear as to how being part of that would help RCWD, but we would
receive notices as to what is going on. If we did see something on the down side, we would
know and be able to comment. Counsel will contact the Bureau of Reclamation, get more
information, and determine whether it is appropriate for RCWD to submit a written request for
RCWD to be a cooperating agency on the Remand EIS.

11. MADERA REGION WATER MANAGEMENT GROUP - President Pierre gave an update
regarding the MRWMG. He stated that the group is working out governance issues using a
facilitator with DWR. The plan must be updated and must include disadvantaged communities.
Some groups have zero dollars. In the By-Laws adopted September 10, 2012, a notice was
sent to disadvantaged communities to participate with one (1) voting member and an alternate.
A representative from Fairmead was at the last meeting. There is nothing in the governing
documents that will affect how RCWD operates. RCWD, however, may need to amend their
MOU to show they are being inclusive of disadvantaged communities.

The IRWM Planning Grant application was recommended for funding.

12. UPDATE ON PIPEINE SCHEDULE - As previously discussed during the revised budget
presentation, the RCWD pipeline project has been delayed one-year.

13. INDEMNITY AGREEMENT WITH MID FOR TURNOUT CONSTRUCTION - Counsel presented
and reviewed an Indemnity Agreement between RCWD and MID. He stated that the Bureau
requires MID to hold a construction permit and be responsible for it. MID, however, will not sign
until it has an indemnity agreement with RCWD. The proposed agreement applies only to
construction. Once the turnouts are complete, the agreement is finished.

There is also a potential need for a 3-way agreement between MID, DWR and RCWD before
construction. This agreement is to allow all three parties access and operations due to the side-
by-side turnouts. (The Bureau owns the turnout, but MID operates it.)

Upon motion by Director Jones, seconded by Director Farrar, the Board approved the
agreement indemnifying MID for the RCWD construction of the two new turnouts on Lateral 6.2.

14. CONTRACTUAL RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN RCWD AND GATEWAY VILLAGE - Counsel
discussed with the Board the need to develop a plan for RCWD to become operational when it
actually delivers water. Director Jones stated that the Gateway Village Development is on track
for water delivery in 2015. At the direction of the Board, Counsel and his staff are to work with
the Manager-Engineer and others necessary in order to complete the operational plan and the
legal structure to implement that plan.

15. CHANGE OF DISTRICT OFFICE ADDRESS - Deborah Messer Branche, Secretary-Treasurer
of RCWD, stated that the office out of which she operates will be moving October 1, thus
changing the address for the District. Upon motion by Director Farrar, seconded by Director
Coulthard, the Board approved the District office change of address to 1368 W. Herndon Ave.,
Suite 103, Fresno, CA 93711. The District telephone number, fax number, and e-mail address
remain the same.
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16. ADJOURNMENT - There being no further business to come before the Board, President Pierre
adjourned the Board of Directors meeting at 3:46 p.m.
